After she
earned her education specialist degree from the University of Georgia, she
became the Media Coordinator for the 36 schools in the Dougherty County
School System.



Mrs. Coburn was a devoted member of Sherwood Baptist Church where she
sang in the choir, played in the handbell choir, and coordinated the church
library. In retirement she valued books to read, flowers to grow, choirs to sing
in, and music to listen to. She and Boyd traveled to 24 countries, spent a
month each year at St. Simons, and attended plays at the Fox Theatre. She
enjoyed her grandchildren growing up the backyard with birthday and
swimming parties and family gatherings at holidays.

She was preceded in death by her parents, Renfroe Franklin Walker and
Margaret Moody Walker; and her sister Elizabeth Walker Bowers (David).

She is survived by her husband of 64 years, Boyd Aultman Coburn, two
daughters Carol Bishop (Joe) and Leah Masters (Chuck); her six
grandchildren Matthew Bishop (Mary), Philip Bishop (Anna), Sarah Keadle
