She was active in
the Republican Party, receiving special recognition for her service. She was a
multi-talented and very artistic person. Mrs. Lauderdale was preceded in
death by her first husband, Fount H. Horne, and by her second husband,
Quentin D. Lauderdale. Mrs. Lauderdale's daughters were left the legacy first
and foremost, of following Christ and raising their children in a church family.
She instilled in them the importance of celebrating every holiday and birthday
together. She loved setting the table with flowers from her garden, ironed and
starched linens, and creative centerpieces. She believed in living in a beautiful



environment everyday using the resources at hand. Mrs. Lauderdale taught
them of graciousness and hospitality and giving to those less fortunate.
